The treaties that were signed for this particular parcel of land are collectively 
referred to as the Williams Treaties of 1923. Today many Indigenous peoples, including 
the Metis Nation continue to call this land home and act as its stewards, and this 
responsibility extends to all peoples, to share and care for this land for generations to 
come.

This grace was given to us in Christ Jesus before the ages began, but it has now 
been revealed through the appearing of our Saviour Christ Jesus, who abolished death 
and brought life and immortality to light through the gospel. For this gospel I was 
appointed a herald and an apostle and a teacher, and for this reason I suffer as I do. But I 
am not ashamed, for I know the one in whom I have put my trust, and I am sure that he is 
able to guard until that day what I have entrusted to him. Hold to the standard of sound 
teaching that you have heard from me, in the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus. Guard 
the good treasure entrusted to you, with the help of the Holy Spirit living in us.
